It's morning. At the yet 
inaudible beach near the 
pier at La Tranche-sur-Mer, 
paddle boards are about to set 
off on  their early unhurried 
glide. Yoga groups find their 
equilibrium amidst sand 
and water. On Tuesdays and 
Sundays during the summer, 
a yoga teacher offers his new 
courses at lunchtime.

There's nothing like putting up 
your feet on a pleasant beach 
in summer with a good book 
in your hands! Pick up a crime 
novel or reread a classic. The 
public library at La Faute-sur-
Mer is in fact quite close your 
towel on the beach. After your 
read and swim, grab a bucket 
and a net when the tide is low 
and see if you can find some 
cockles, clams or razor fish that 
garnish your plate at sunset!   

The zen attitude is that taken by 
families and groups of friends 
who frequent the vast naturist 
beaches at La Faute-sur-Mer and 
La Terrière. Here, the watchwords 
are politeness and tolerance.

The sea front will also entice 
you to a host of more sporty 
activities: wave riding on 
surfboards, land-sailing on 
empty beaches, solitary 
outings in sea kayaks, or in 
groups in Hawaiian pirogues, 
or otherwise bouncing above 
waves while clinging to a 
towed buoys. 

Otherwise, get into your 
wetsuits and do some workout 
during wave-walks half 
submerged in the water. Enjoy 
the thrills of a ride on a rented 
catamaran, or try kite-surfing 
after a previous training session 
on the Maupas water reservoir 
at La Tranche-sur-Mer.

You can also follow the hair-
raising catamaran regattas 
between La Tranche-sur-Mer 
and the Ile de Ré on giant 
screens mounted on the central 
beach.

The air is saturated with 
iodine. Salicornia cover the 
surrounding dry flats, while 
a boat and a tractor set the 
scene: this is where 'Greg' 
lives. His cottage is next to the 
road that leads to the Pointe 
de l'Aiguillon. You will also 
find him at the market at La 
Tranche-sur-Mer. Grégory 
Gaudin has been an oyster 
farmer at Aiguillon-sur-Mer 
for 10 years. His produce is 
mainly oysters and prawns. 

All are bred 100% locally in a 
well-thought-out collaboration 
with nature. In April, Grégory 
sets out the shrimp larvae, three 
per square metre to be precise, 
where they feed naturally on 
the bed without extra help. As 
they grow, they stir up particles 
from the ground and liberate 
the nutrients for the oysters 
just above. The meaty and 
nutty taste of the latter have 
made them popular also among 
holidaymakers. Now one can 
get them at any time of the 
day. Just go to cabin no. 5 in 
the port of l'Aiguillon where 
a refrigerated distributor will 
provide you with a full pack 
containing oysters, croutons, 
butter, lemon, and salmon 
rillettes, ideal for a spontaneous 
snack!

Away from the noise and the 
crowds, explore the empty 
beaches of La Faute-sur-
Mer and l'Aiguillon-sur-Mer. 
You get to them by walking 
through the pine forests 
and dunes. Being protected 
by the nearby Ile de Ré, the 
waves are softer here than 
elsewhere.

The neighbouring islands 
Oléron, Ré, and Aix are perfect 
destinations for daytrips. 
Throughout the summer a 
boat takes there on scheduled 
cruises from La Tranche-sur-
Mer. If you just prefer to walk, 
you can go on a lengthy stroll 
along the beach from the 'Porte 
des îles' to the 'Belle Henriette' 
natural reserve.

At the end of the summer 
season go birdwatching at 
the far end of 'la pointe de 
l'Aiguillon' where halting 
migration birds teem in the 
surrounding's numerous nature 
reserves. Also take a walk at 
low tide to the 'Corps de Garde' 
beach at La Tranche-sur-Mer. 
Here a restored barrier system 
in the shape of a U gives insight 
to the ways fish were caught in 
the past during the retreating 
tide. Smart!

*Be mindful of the protection 
rules with regard to the 
accepted shell calibres and 
quantities you may catch. 
They are freely available 
together with the current 
tide schedules at the tourist 
offices.

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With the unrelenting popularity of stand-up 
paddling, standing on water has lost much of 
its once miraculous connotations : "The upright 
posture in fact changes a lot, as we feel more in 
control, we see better, and it feels nice too." says 
Jérémy Caquineau, the manager of the Venise Verte 
wharf at Mazeau. In addition to the traditional punts 
and boats, he now also rents out paddle boards to 
his customers. The large size of the boards gives 
them extra stability and getting on to them has 
become a cinch. "Once you're up you really get a 
sense of security. The board is easily manoeuvrable. 
It has nothing to do with surfing." Whether kneeling 
or standing, paddle-boarding has the advantage of 
being highly intuitive. From the Mazeau pier you can 
glide beyond the village limits into the wild marshes 
and onto the wider flow of the Sèvre River.

What are the best ways of exploring this unspoiled 
and secluded landscape riddled with networks of 
lush and shady paths and quiet, tapering canals?  
Cycling is a perfect solution, as the area is covered by 
a cycling track system ('Velodyssée', 'Vélofrancette'). 
Its generally flat lanes are dedicated exclusively to 
bicycles and are well-adapted for family outings. The 
loops you make vary mostly between ten and twenty 
kilometres as you follow the canals and rivers and 
pass through charming villages. During your breaks 
you might be tempted to step inside a picturesque 
Romanesque church, or stop for a picnic near an 
alluring waterfront. Whatever your itinerary, you will 
pass along small wharfs  and landing piers. You may 
then choose to continue your journey in a punt or 
a canoe. There again, an infinite variety of tours on 
offer are bound to satisfy your hopes, be it a solitary 
journey through the 'Venice Verte' within an hour, or 
why not two hours in company of a local boatman, 
who will share with you his expertise about the 
region. The more enthusiastic depart on canoeing 
trips that may last from a half day to several days 
including bivouacs.

To learn more about one of the largest wetlands in 
France, visitors are invited to explore the different 
landscapes of the Poitevin marshes: the wet 
marsh and the dry marsh.   
The latter covers two-thirds of the marshlands' 
surface. It consists of open and drained flats under 
cultivation that alternate with meadows. The 
diversity of this largely man-made landscape is 
probably explained best during your visit at the 
'Maison du maître de digues', the house of the 
dike warden. Here you will learn about the role of 
the dikes in the Poitevin marshlands, their history 
since the Middle Ages, and everyday life of their 
inhabitants in the 19th century. You and your family 
can also take the guided tour all dressed-up in the 
local traditional garb. You will fall for the local charm 
which is propped by the long-coated Poitou donkeys 
and Poitevin goats!

At dusk, parts of the marshes awaken. A secluded 
and remote world unveils itself to the one with 
the right approach.  
Guides who are available at the Autize wharf of Saint-
Sigismond will take you to an unforgettable event. 
"When the night sets in, your eyesight changes 
entirely" says Vincent Liébot, the wharf supervisor 
and devoted expert of the marshes. "At night, 
plants and animals change and hardly bear any 
resemblance to their appearance during daylight. 
One can barely perceive their movements but can 
see eyes peering through the silent dark of the wild 
marshes." The nocturnal sceneries evoke legends of 
the fairy Mélusine, the frightful 'Red Hand', and even 
the 'Swamp Dragon'. "A full moon even enhances this 
extraordinary spectacle" Vincent adds.

Le PLe Poitevin marshes, oitevin marshes, 
a titana titanic creationic creation
The Poitevin marshes were 
formerly a maritime bay 
called la 'Baie des Pictons'. 
Its draining was initiated 
by monks at the end of 
the 10th century to exploit 
the land has resulted to an 
exceptional region covering 
100,000 hectares.  
By the 20th century more than 
8200 km of waterways and 
594 hydraulic structures had 
been created that consist of 
dams, locks, flood gates, and 
salt water barriers. Some 
structures regulate the water 
level in the marshes and 
protect the land at high tides, 
while others form passages 
from one levee to the other, 

such as footbridges and chain 
ferries. This heritage is indeed 
inseparable from the Poitevin 
marsh-landscape and extends 
over all of its territory. There 
is much to explore!  
To do so, join for instance 
Yanis, a #sudvendee 
ambassador, during his walk 
on a nice and sunny day  
"along the levees leading to 
the sea between Puyravault 
and Sainte-Radégonde-
des-Noyers, near the border 
between the Vendée and the 
Charente-Maritime. The dikes 
here were raised between the 
17th and the 19th centuries to 
gain land on the silted Baie de 
l'Aiguillon.

This supposedly impermeable 
line of protection is 
occasionally interrupted by 
flood gates at the mouth of 
each major drainage canal. 
In an open landscape where 
nothing stops the panorama 
between La Rochelle, the 
Baie de l'Aiguillon, and the Ile 
de Ré, the walk will take you 
along the last meanders of 
the Sèvre Niortaise from the 
Canal de l'Epine to the locks at 
Brault."

It's like in a dream: get away from it all in a boat, far away from everyone 
else in the middle of a densely forested landscape, amidst enormous trees 
and accompanied by birdsong.

Leaving the recreation base at Mervent in a rented vessel, you can 
opt between three different routes and more than 21 km of navigable 
itineraries that partly take you to remote corners and marvellous 
viewpoints. The most difficult task will be to choose between a canoe, a 
sailboat, an electric boat, a rowing boat, or a paddle board? You can also 
try the giant paddle board which guarantees for a lot of fun and laughs.

On land the most enthusiastic may like to go on a mountain bike ride, 
have a go at bow and arrows, do some rock climbing, or participate in an 
orienteering challenge. 

Depending on your preferences, you can choose between tougher and 
easier loops. A marked trail leads you over more than 14 km around the 
large lake behind the St. Luc dam barring the Vendée river. The itinerary 
takes you along the lake's dramatic panoramas, from both close and afar.

The track following the river Mère takes you to the dam of Pierre Brune 
and its plateau offering breath-taking views over the river and the Vendée's 
largest forest that spreads over 5000 hectares hilly terrain. 

Some ramblers prefer to choose the village of Mervent as their starting 
point. There the town hall gardens overlook the vast expanses of the oak 
trees below. A rocky outcrop also provides offers a view over the remains 
of the medieval castle.

Hikers and ramblers from all backgrounds as well as mountain bikers 
can follow about 230 km of marked-out trails to reconnect with nature in 
plentiful ways.

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Far from the halos of large conurbations, some 
municipalities have chosen to reduce their light pollution 

in order to reclaim the beauty of the night-skies. Four 
have already been certified in the Sud Vendée by the 

National association for the protection of the night-sky and 
environment (ANPCEN*).

" I discovered the ANPCEN* 
at the Astrolys** festival 
and it comforted me in 
my decision to reduce 
the night lighting in my 
commune." Louis Marie 
Briffaud has been mayor 
in Breuil-Barret since 
2008. The reduction of 
light pollution has been a 
gradual process: "We first 
ended the street lighting 
between 10:30 p.m. and 
6 a.m., then extended the 
stop from 10 p.m. to 6:30 
a.m. However, movement 
detectors were installed 

near the multipurpose 
hall, and protracted 
lighting periods were 
implemented during 
public events. At the same 
time, we changed the 
110 bulbs of the village's 
street lights. We thereby 
managed to reduce our 
lighting bill by half, while 
gaining the benefit of 
admiring the glow of the 
night skies."

Like la Chapelle-aux-Lys, 
Marillet and Saint-Denis-
du-Payré, and Breuil-

Barret were awarded 
the 'Star Village' label, 
which recognises efforts 
to promote the quality 
of the night. Limiting 
lighting is essential for 
observing the skies and 
also helps to preserve 
the biodiversity and 
nocturnal species.  

"These measures are 
a response to a raised 
awareness for the natural 
habitat" says Louis Marie 
Briffaud. This is a general 
trend that will advance 
in the future, and I am 
pleased to have gained 
Breuil-Barret in this 
movement. Jokingly, he 
adds: "Here, at night, 
all cats continue to stay 
grey..."

Meet-up at the entrance 
to the Saint-Denis-du-
Payré nature reserve on 
Wednesday evenings 
around nightfall. The 
daylight visits have 
ended, and only a small 
group led by a guide 
slowly moves down the 
stilted path (70 m long)
towards the 18 telescopes 
of the observatory. 

Here in the centre of the 
more than 200 hectare 
large nature reserve, the 
observatory opens to an 
exceptional panorama. 

As darkness sets in 
over the group, the 
atmosphere becomes 
increasingly silent 
and calm. The only 
perceivable noise comes 

from the distant birds 
as they gather for the 
night. At sunset, storks, 
spatulas, stilts and black-
tailed barges land here 
to spend the night. It is 
this twilight ambiance 
that was dear to Victor 
Hugo and little by little, 
the shadows unfold in a 
rustle of wings.

Follow the 8-shaped loop, the 
symbol of infinity. "We aim to 
bring together space and time 
in one place and to explain their 
relationship. This is a worldwide 
exclusivity! Explains Olivier 
Sauzereau, who together with the 
municipality created the path. The 
first loop is 4.5 km long and explains 
the formation of the galaxies, the 
stars, the sun, and the emergence of 
life. Time is represented by distance, 
with 1 m being equivalent to 3 
million years."

In the second shorter loop, the 
visitors can continue their walk 
on a journey through space. Here 
1 m symbolises 5 million km. All 
the planets in the solar system 
are magnificently presented in 
explanatory panels, whereas the 
journey takes the visitor as far 

as Proxima Centauri, the so far 
nearest-known star to the sun.

A brand new planetarium has just 
opened slightly further away in this 
village. In fact, la Chapelle-aux-
Lys is the smallest municipality in 
the world to be able to boast such 
sophisticated equipments. Below 
its dome tourists and enthusiasts 
can attend hemispheric projections 
and learn much about astronomy 
and about how recognising 
constellations. The centre is open 
all year round to those who like to 
come.

"I was looking for a suitable location 
for the observatory and I chose la 
Chapelle-aux-Lys, because of the 
quality of the sky here". 

That was 15 years ago and since 
then Olivier Sauzereau has been 
sharing his passion for astronomy 
with the rest of the village. At first 
he set out to build an observatory 
in an old farmstead, which was run 
by an association called 'becheurs 
d'étoiles'. During summer the 
observatory's roof can be retracted 
to give way to a large telescope. 
Families, neophytes and more 
expert audiences can then gaze 
at constellations, moon craters, 
Saturn rings, an even Jupiter 
cyclones. 

Olivier shares his passion with all 
audiences, be it during organised 
workshops, discovery nights or just 
in 'ad hoc' sessions. In summer, 
amateur astronomers converge 
at la Chapelle-aux-Lys for the 
'Astrolys' festival, during which 
optical instruments pointing at the 
sky crop up everywhere.

The village has yet another 
peculiarity, namely the sundial 
garden as imagined by its 
inhabitants. As we already live in 
a different space-time dimension, 
why set limits? Some dials are more 
than 4 m high and betray a local 
sense of unbounded creativity!

LE DONJON (CASTLE-KEEP) 
The so-called 'donjon' consists of the 
surviving vestiges of the castle attributed 
to Jehan Girard. It was originally 
protected by a fortified area of about 1 
hectare! Sixty people are thought to have 
lived there, including a dozen of knights. 
Its armoury, the chests, tables, beds and 
the other furniture resuscitate the original 
setting. Did you know that in those days 
people preferred to sleep seated, because 
the lying position was that of the dead? 
More than 30 m above the ground at the 
top of the curtain wall would-be knights 
turn into glorious defenders, as they hurl 
stones and boiling water at the assailants. 

THE 'REMARQUABLE JARDIN' 
The top of the keep also has a spectacular 
view over the distant boscage countryside 
and just below, over the typically square 
medieval garden with its medicinal and 
aromatic herbs, including those used in 
witchcraft. The garden has recently been 
awarded the label 'jardin remarquable' 
issued by the French ministry of culture. 
Similar rehabilitated gardens are on display 
to the public at Nieul, near the royal abbey, 
in Fontenay-le-Comte, and at Vouvant.

THE MAILLEZAIS ABBEY  
The most famous abbey in the Sud 
Vendée is Maillezais. Its majestic ruins 
still inspire the visitors' imaginations. 
Around the year 1000, when Maillezais 
was an island in the gulf of Pictons, now 
the Poitevin marshes, father Theodolin 
began the construction of a monastery 
overlooking the sea. With its growing 

influence and wealth, it was elevated to 
the rank of a cathedral in 1317, counting 
seven bell towers. Today, its well 
preserved architecture is still unique. 
To find out more, follow the 3D and 
interactive museographic tour.

Fontenay-le-Comte has been is awarded the 
label 'ville d’art et d’histoire' by the Ministry 
of Culture. As from the middle ages the city 
rose to prosperity and its population grew, 
especially in the quarter called 'Loges', where 
workers, craftsmen and merchants settled in 
the 11th century. Numerous traces along the 
narrow alleys, the timber-framed houses, 
sections of the old ramparts, or the Parc 
Baron are clear witnesses to the city's long-
lived history.

THE ABBEY AT 
NIEUL-SUR-L'AUTISE  
This abbey was founded in the 11th 
century by the knight of Vouvant 
with bestowments from the Dukes of 
Aquitaine. Eleanor of Aquitaine stayed 
here in 1141 when she was queen 
consort of France before accessing the 
throne of England. The abbey was then 
upgraded to the status of royal abbey. 
Since 1968, it has been the property 
of the Vendée department and today 
represents one of the most remarkable 
monastic complexes preserved so 
far. The visitors are drawn into the 
wider and lesser history during guided 
theatrical tours but also by aid of an 
innovative museography.

THE ROYAL ABBEY  
This is the Vendée's oldest monastery. 
It was founded in 682 by Saint Philibert 
and flourished during the 12th century 
thanks to its production of seasalt. 
Along with Nieul-sur-l'Autise, Maillezais, 
Saint-Maixent and Absie, it is one of 
the 5 founding abbeys in the Poitevin 
marshes.

A stroll through the medieval city may 
begin at the Tourist Office. Mélusine, 
the legendary half-woman half-snake 
fairy, has much marked the city's 
aspect. She is said to have built the 
castle of the Lusignan knights in one 
night only, of which the tower dating 
from 1242 is the chief remnant. Its 
top at 45 m above the ground offers a 
stunning view over the Mervent forest 
massif.

The 'place du bail' is the castle's former 
courtyard. Villagers took refuge there 
behind the formerly 2 km long ramparts 
during sieges. The latter overlook the 
river Mère flowing into the forest towards 
the village of Petit Château, the former 
hunting lodge of William V to whom 
Vouvant has much to owe. As you exit the 
square by a small blind alley, you arrive 
at the 'cour du miracle'. And from the 'rue 
du Duc d'Aquitaine', you reach the 'place 
du corps de garde'. Follow the 'rue basse 
des remparts', 'rue de la poterne' before 
arriving at a steep ramp  leads you to last 
surviving of the city's former three gates: 
the 'porte de la poterne'.

If you then continue along the 'chemin 
des ranges' next to the ramparts, you 
will get to the Romanesque bridge and 
the washhouse. Going back to the village 
centre via the 'rue de la visitation' and 
the 'rue de l'éscalier' you will come to the 
priory garden and the famously known 
Romanesque church built thousand 
years ago.

The celebration of the village's millennium 
anniversary also included  an exceptional 
exhibition prepared by the association 
'Vouvant village de peintres'. It centred on 
twenty art works in the gemmail (enamel 
gem) that were put on display in the 
church's the nave. 

"During two months, visitors were able to 
admire about twenty large gemmail formats, 
a stained glass technique", explains Guy 
Plagnol, the association's secretary. Gemmail 
is a forgotten art that deserves more interest 
yet for its special technique. Coloured pieces 
of glass are cut, pressed, and baked. The art  
works can reach up to 7 cm thickness. "They 
harmonise by their transparency, and their 
own light refraction." The resulting colours 
are truly striking. "That's why gemmail is 
closer to painting than stained glass." This 
particular form of art, which thrived in the 
1930s, formerly seduced prestigious artists 
like Picasso, Braque, and Cocteau, but without 
really reaching the public. The Vouvant 
exhibition between July 5th and August 25th 

2019 was widely acclaimed and of great 
cultural benefit.

MOVED BY THE VISUAL ARTS

The association celebrated its sixteenth 
summer season. "It was created under the 
leadership of Jacky Roy, the former mayor, 
who seeked to revitalise the village, says Guy 
Plagnol. It worked out very well. Vouvant is not 
only an extremely attractive medieval village, it 
is also alive and kicking." The arts have greatly 
contributed to this. The association has 70 
members, whilst about 10 workshops are 
open every summer. "Since the creation of the 
association, several artists have settled here". 
Up to 20,000 visitors admiring the building and 
its exhibitions are registered in the church's 
Theododelin nave every year. The program for 
2020 can be obtained on demand.

An organ for a millennium! An organ for a millennium! 
Vouvant will remember its 
millennium anniversary, as, thanks 
to crowdfunding, it was able to 
acquire an organ with  more than 
a thousand pipes to upgrade its 
century-old  church. The latter is 
in fact the first in Vendée to come 
under heritage protection by the 
initiative of the novelist Prosper 
Mérimée in 1840. 

MUSIC, HERITAGE, AND 
CULTURAL TOURISM 
"Yes, this is a heritage and music 
event, but it will also have a strong 
outcome on cultural tourism", says 
Yves Rousseau, the project's initiator. 
The project is unique in its kind and its 

funding is assured mainly by donors. 
Anyone can hence participate in 
the protection of the heritage in the 
Sud Vendée. The construction of the 
instrument was entrusted to the organ 
builder Yves Fossaert. The organ will 
feature innovations consenting with 
a wide musical spectrum compatible 
with all audiences. 

AN ORGAN AND A 
CULTURAL PROGRAMME  
The organ aims at serving several 
purposes, including concerts, summer 
festivals, school and tourist activities, 
artist residencies, internships etc.

Anthony Lumet is a remarkable young chef, and the news 
is spreading. Although having been able to boast a Michelin 
star since 2018, he prefers to stay concentrated on his 
maritime food menus. 

In January 2020, the Michelin Guide reconfirmed its star 
to the Pousse-pied in La Grière. Two years ago, the cook's 
culinary exploits fuelled the chronicle. Aged 27, he was one 
of the youngest chefs to be listed in the 2018 edition of the 
Michelin Guide. Despite all the honours, Anthony is no swank. 
"It's not that extraordinary. I took this distinction as a sign of 
encouragement and to continue to please customers". Calm 
and focussed, he carries on: "My menus are inspired by to the 
sea and observe its seasonality", says the young man native 
from La Tranche-sur-Mer. 

'Pousse-pied' is the French word for gooseneck barnacle, a 
tasty crustacean so sought-after that its catches have been 

severely regulated. The restaurant's name is intended to evoke 
quality, authenticity and respect for the environment. Anthony 
learned his trade at the hotel school in La Roche on Yon. He 
then went on to the restaurant 'La Marine de  
Noirmoutier', which recently has earned the distinction by the 
'Grandes Tables du Monde'.

This Renaissance castle overlooking Fontenay-le-Comte 
is one of the city's main attractions. It was built around 
1590 by Nicolas Rapin, Grand Prévot de la Connétablie 
Française and companion of king Henry IV. In addition to 
its richly furnished living rooms, it has several collections 
on exhibition, including a number etchings by Octave de 
Rochebrune, famous aquafortist and the castle's owner in 
the 19th century. 

NEW 2020  As from 2020, the kitchen is now open to 
the public.

This new museum labelled 'Maisons des Illustres' 
composes of the birthplaces of two famous Frenchmen.
The first is the birthhouse of Jean de Lattre where the 
19th century interior decorations and gardens have been 
preserved. The bilingual exhibition traces his life and both 
his military and political roles in French history of the 20th 
century. The second is only a few metres away and that of 
Georges Clemenceau. The recently inaugurated exhibition 
transcends the traditional image of the statesman 
commonly known as the 'Père la Victoire' by highlighting 
his various personal facets and avant-gardist ideas.

This old cereal mill is still in operating condition and, 
while drawing its power from the Autize river, continues 
to connect with its immediate natural surroundings. Find 
out more about the site as you join the miller's daughter, 
Suzanne, who by aid of modern museography will explain 
its historical legacy and what life was like here in the 
1920s. Also get to know the stories about the cat, the 
lavenders and the baker! 
Events include family activities, exhibitions and shows, 
production of flour and specialties.
